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To keep summer flexible and
fun, a few things look a little
different than during the
school year—and all of them
are intentional.

Streamlined Schedule

All Summer Session classes
run Tuesday-Thursday,
leaving weekends open for
rest, travel, and summer fun.

Larger Classes (By Design!)
Because summer
attendance naturally
fluctuates with vacations and
camps, summer classes are
allowed larger enrollment
than during the school year.
On average, weekly
attendance in the summer is
anywhere from 50-70%, so
while some days, classes
may feel extra full, some days
may also feel like semi-
private lessons!

Level Placement

Summer at SMASH is all about
maintenance and strength!
Our focus is on locking in the
skills dancers have been
learning and helping those
skills feel confident and
consistent.

For the summer session,
dancers remain in their
current school-year level,
allowing them to reinforce
technique and build
confidence. Level progression
happens in the fall, following
summer training.

While some summer classes
may be combined or
structured differently, dancers
are not expected to “level up”
during the summer.
Advancement to the next
level is based on teacher
evdluation and
recommendation and takes
place in the fall.

Private Lessons

Looking to refine specific
skills or make progress
toward your individual
goals? The quieter summer
season offers greater
flexibility for students and
teachers to connectin
focused, one-on-one
sessions. Private lessons can
support a wide range of
goals — alignment,
technique, mobility, strength,
confidence, performance
quality, and more.

Students may contact their
preferred teacher directly to
schedule lessons, as each
instructor manages their
own availability and rates.

For summer only, dancers
are placed into three larger
groups based on their Ballet/Jazz
level, rather than their previous
school-year Acro or Hip Hop level.

*Waiting Lists: If the class/es you are wanting are shown as “Full”
in Ellever, please add your name to the Waiting List! We monitor
the Waiting Lists throughout the registration process and are
prepared to add additional classes with enough demand. We
want to get everyone into class! By joining the Waiting List, you are
letting us know we need to add more classes!

Pricing: Summer tuition is paid in one lump sum at the beginning
of the session. The prices below reflect the total cost per class for
the entire summer session.

Class Tuition Combo Discounts
45-minute class: $110 2-3 classes: 5% discount
60-minute class: $140 4-5 classes: 8% discount

75-minute class: $175 6 or more classes: 10% discount
90-minute class: $210

Discounts apply when a student enrolls in multiple classes for the
summer session: Discounts are applied to the total tuition amount.
